v Non-Return of Documents: Submitted documents will not be returned.

*For documents that cannot be reissued in original form, keep the original and submit a notarized/certified copy
instead (e.g., Apostille or consular verification for diplomas and graduation certificates; notarization for transcripts,
birth certificates, and family relationship certificates).

Important Notes on the Admission Process

v Applicants found ineligible, or who have submitted false, forged, or otherwise fraudulent documents (including documents
submitted by proxy), may have their admission canceled, even if such issues were not initially considered when
determining admissions. Those whose admission is canceled may be barred from applying to the university in the future.

v Applicants who are deemed academically unqualified may not be selected.

v Confidentiality of Admission Results: The evaluation process, scores, and results of each applicant’s admission process will

not be disclosed.

v Any matters not explicitly stated in this guideline will be determined by the university’s relevant admission committees.

Important Notes for Successful Applicants

Students must obtain their student visa directly from the applicable Korean embassy or consulate.

When applying for a visa, submission of the financial sponsor’s bank balance certificate (KRW 16,000,000 or more) is

mandatory. A separate bank certificate may be required by the local Korean diplomatic mission. Financial documents

submitted during the admission process cannot be used for visa issuance or any other purpose.

v Admitted students are required to cooperate with any academic verification requests. Failure to respond may result in
cancellation of admission.

v Enrollment in two or more universities simultaneously for the same semester is prohibited and will result in cancellation
of admission.

v Applicants who are expected to graduate or complete their current program must submit a graduation certificate (for
master’s degree applicants, the certificate must indicate the date of degree conferral) and the final transcript including
the last semester by the date specified by the Office of International Affairs. Failure to submit these documents by the
designated deadline may result in cancellation of admission.

v Admitted students must carefully review the “Admitted Students Guide” and complete all required tasks within the
specified period, including tuition payment, visa issuance, dormitory application, insurance registration, and course
enrollment.

v National Health Insurance (NHI) enrollment is mandatory for all foreign students residing in Korea for six months or

longer.
